Known Issues and Suggested Solution

Note: This release has no known issues that have a viable solution or workaround

Issues Resolved

No. Description

1 Formulas were getting added in the description field when creating assessments

2 Complete line of the question was not getting displayed when creating question sets

3 Edits made to a question were not getting reflected in the question sets

4 Correct error message was not displayed when videos of file size higher than recommended
were being uploaded

5 Questions along with their corresponding answers were getting copied when creating a new
question within the same question set template

6 Changing the order of answers for a fill in the blanks question was resulting in the answer being
marked as incorrect

7 Play option was not available for mp4 and Webm content in the mobile app

8 Long questions in Tamil were not being displayed fully
